Article 1: How Has Global Climate Changed Over Time?

· A description of your community’s present climate and examples of past climates in your part of the country.

Article 2: Causes of Global Climate Change 

Some people might not be aware that human production of greenhouse gases is not the only thing that can cause the Earth’s climate to change.  There are many different factors that may affect how and when the Earth’s climate changes.  This article should include:

· Plate tectonics

· Ocean currents

· Carbon dioxide levels

Article 3: What is “Global Warming” and How Might It Affect Our Community? 

Although almost everyone has heard the terms “greenhouse gases” and “global warming” there is a lot of confusion about what these terms actually mean.  This article should contain info about:

· Greenhouse gases

· How humans have increased the levels of carbon dioxide in the atmosphere.

· Why scientists think increased carbon dioxide might lead to global warming.

· Possible effects of global warming (focusing on those that would have the greatest impact on your community)

· Why it is difficult to predict climate change.

Article 4: Editorial 

The final piece is not an article but rather an editorial in which the newspaper expresses its opinion about a particular topic.  In the editorial, you should state:

· Whether your community should be concerned about global warming and why.

· What steps, if any, your community should take in response to the possibility of global warming.
